There is mandatory orientation for all volunteers and you must be 18 years old or with a lead 

volunteer/supervisor. 

  

 

Major Objective:  Strong desire to help keep the animals clean.   

 

Responsibilities: 

 Washing and/or shaving animals prior to spay/neuter surgery. 

 Cats and/or Canines might need a makeover prior to adoption and/or foster which will 

include:  bath, shaving, nails trimmed, etc.   

 All grooming equipment including but not limited to brushes, combs, bathing sink, etc., will 

need to be cleaned and sterilized before re-using on other animals. 

 Laundry. 

 Great customer service skills. 

 Animal handling skills (class provided.) 

 

Training: 

 Complete Volunteer Application 

 Interview with Volunteer Coordinator 

 Attend Volunteer Orientation  

 Specialized training with behaviorist and/or volunteer coordinator.  

 

Commitment: 

 Volunteer a minimum of 8 hours a month participate in the program for one year, read and 

follows SOP, always checks in and out on the sign in sheet. 

 

Supervision:
